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Initiated in 2006, The Wildlife Society’s Leadership Institute (TWSLI) has become a valuable tool for training tomorrow’s generation of TWS leaders and Wyoming is proud to have 6 graduates of this prestigious training.  Graduates include Nick Kaczor and Sarah Bucklin in 2009, Martin Grenier in 2010, Nicole Cudworth and Tony Mong in 2011 and Jared Merkle in 2015.

Instructors of this 4-hour workshop will present a condensed version of TWSLI, divided into 4, 1- hour segments.  The first segment will discuss why strong leaders are necessary in the natural resources profession and outline success characteristics of previous conservation leaders.  Segment two will delve into the basic principles of leadership.  Participants will then be provided with techniques to develop a vision and personal leadership goals in segment three.  The workshop will conclude with a discussion of why utilizing a team leadership approach is the most successful way to accomplish goals.

Attendance will be restricted to 20 individuals and can include undergraduate and graduate students and early-career professionals (i.e., 5-7 years of experience).
