[bookmark: _GoBack]Program R is a free software environment for statistical computing and graphics (http://www.r-project.org/), and R is increasingly popular among scientists across many disciplines including wildlife.  R is notorious for having a steep learning curve, so we offer this 4-hour workshop (two, two-hour sessions across two days) to provide a very basic introduction to Program R and its uses, and to guide beginning R users through what may be their first encounter with R via RStudio, a program that makes the power of R more approachable (http://www.rstudio.com/).  Each participant must provide his/her own computer (with software-installation privileges), and instructions will be sent to participants in advance to download the free software used in the workshop.  Example datasets and materials will be distributed at the workshop.  Multiple assistant instructors will be on hand to assist with troubleshooting any issues that arise.  We suggest attending both parts, but participants may choose to attend one day or the other.
Target audience:
Designed for pre-beginner (those who may have never seen Program R) and beginner (those who may have dabbled lightly and would like to learn more) R users.  Those users who are comfortable with R, but unfamiliar with RStudio, may also benefit.
Goal:
To help participants gain the basic skills needed to begin using Program R (with or without RStudio) and introduce resources for continued learning.
